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THE PUNJAB MAAN BOLI BILL 2025

BILL
to introduce Maan Boli as a compulsory subject at primary level.
WHEREAS Article 251(3) of the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan, 1973, empowers the Provincial Assembly to enact laws for the teaching, promotion, and development of provincial languages in addition to the national language;
AND WHEREAS it is expedient to introduce and regulate the teaching of maan boli as a compulsory subject at the primary level in the province of Punjab to preserve linguistic and cultural heritage;
Be it enacted by Provincial Assembly of the Punjab as follows:
1.	Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be cited as the Punjab Maan Boli Act 2025.
(2)	It extends to the whole of the Punjab.
(3)	It shall come into force at once.

2.	Definitions.- (1) In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires:
(a)	“District” refers to a district as defined under the Punjab Land Revenue Act, 1967 (XVII of 1967).
(b)	“Government” means the Government of Punjab.
(c)	“Maan Boli” means Punjabi, Saraiki or any other language as notified by the Government in a particular district.
(d)	“Prescribed” means as prescribed by rules made under this Act.
(e)	“Primary Education” means education up to Class V, as prescribed by the Punjab Government.
(f)	“Rules” mean rules framed under this Act.
(g)	"Schools" include all public and private schools, including Deeni Madaris, operating within the territorial jurisdiction of Punjab.

3.	Introduction of maan boli as a Compulsory Subject.- (1) Without prejudice to the constitutional status of the national language, the maan boli shall be taught as a compulsory subject in all primary-level educational institutions in Punjab.
(2)	The Government may, by notification in the official Gazette, specify the maan boli to be taught in a particular district based on linguistic demographics.
(3)	The curriculum, syllabus, and assessment framework for the teaching of the Maan Boli shall be determined and prescribed by the Government.

4.	Provision of Textbooks.- The Government shall ensure the development. printing and free distribution of textbooks for primary-level education in the prescribed maan boli of each district.

5.	Capacity Building of Teachers.- (1) The Government shall take measures to train teachers in the prescribed maan boli to ensure effective instruction.
(2)	The teaching of the maan boli shall be integrated into the pre-service and in-service teacher training programs to ensure that educators are adequately prepared.
(3)	Teachers shall have the right to receive specialized training in any maan boli prescribed for their respective district.

6.	Promotion and Development of Maan Boli.- (1) The Government shall take necessary steps to promote, develop, and preserve the maan boli of Punjab.
(2)	Research, publications, and other academic activities shall be encouraged to enhance the status and usability of maan boli in education, governance, and cultural expression.
(3)	The Government shall undertake measures to ensure that maan boli can compete with other developed national and international languages.

7.	Power to Make Rules.- The Government may, by notification in the official Gazette, make rules to carry out the purposes of this Act.

8.	Removal of Difficulties.- If any difficulty arises in giving effect to any provision of this Act, the Government may issue such orders as necessary, provided that such orders are not inconsistent with the provisions of this Act.

STATE OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

For the purpose of promotion of maan boli in Punjab, to preserve linguistic and cultural heritage and regulating and teaching of maan boli as a compulsory subject at the primary level in the Province of Punjab. Hence this Bill.
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
