Bill
further to amend the Times Institute, Multan Act 2020.
Whereas it is expedient further to amend Times Institute, Multan Act 2020 (XXV of 2020) for the purposes and in the manner hereinafter appearing; 
Be it enacted by Provincial Assembly of the Punjab as follows: 
1.	Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be cited as the Times Institute, Multan (Amendment) Act 2025. 
(2)	It shall come into force at once. 

2.	General amendment in Act XXV of 2020.- In the Act, 
(a)	for the word “Institute”, wherever occur, the words “University” shall be substituted except for: 
i. Section 4(i) before word “programmes”; 
ii. Section 4(q) before word “Professorship”; 
iii. Section 4(s) before word “and”; 
iv. Section 23(2)(e) after word “and”; 
v. The First Statutes paragraph 2(4)(d), after word “or”; and 
vi. The First Statutes in paragraph 3. 
(b)	for the word “Rector”, wherever occur, the words “Vice Chancellor” shall be substituted. 

3.	Amendment in the long title and preamble of Act XXV of 2020.- In the Times Institute, Multan Act 2020 (XXV of 2020), hereinafter referred to as ‘the Act’:
(i)	in the long title, for the words “Times Institute, Multan”, the words “Times University, Multan” shall be substituted; and
(ii)	in the Preamble, for the words “Times Institute, Multan”, the words “Times University, Multan” shall be substituted.

4.	Amendment in section 2 of Act XXV of 2020.─ In the Act, in section 2: 
(i)	in clause (b), for the expression “Times Institute, Multan”, the expression “Times University, Multan” shall be substituted;
(iii)	after clause (d), the following new clause (da), shall be added: 
“(da)	“Chief Executive” means Chief Executive of the Company and Chairman of the Board;”. 

5.	Amendment in section 3 of Act XXV of 2020.─ In the Act, in section 3, for sub-section (1), the following shall be substituted: 
“(1)	The Government shall, by notification in the official Gazette, reconstitute the Times University, Multan in the private sector with its main campus located at Multan.”.

6.	Amendment in section 4 of Act XXV of 2020.─ In the Act, in section 4: 
(i)	for clause (a), sub clause (ii), the following shall be substituted: 
“(ii)	such other branches of knowledge, as the Board may determine, given on the recommendations of Academic Council, where applicable, subject to the approval of the relevant statutory body of professional education;” 
(ii)	for clause (b), the following shall be substituted: 
“(b)	establish, maintain and administer faculties, departments, schools, constituent colleges, distance learning study centers, research centers, and other facilities including teaching hospital as the Board may determine from time to time;”. 
(iii) 	for clause (e), the following shall be substituted: 
“(e)	to decide teaching methods and strategies including virtual, on-campus, online, distance learning, etc. in such a manner as determined by the Board to ensure the most effective educational and training programmes;”. 

7. 	Amendment in section 6 of Act XXV of 2020.─ In the Act, in section 6, 	for sub-section (2), the following shall be substituted: 
“(2)	The University shall not open any sub-campus for a period of ten years from the commencement of the Act after which period it may open sub-campuses with approval of the Chancellor, on the recommendations given by the Board.”. 

8.	Amendment in section 10 of Act XXV of 2020. ─ In the Act, for section 10, the following shall be substituted: 
“10.	Vice Chancellor.– (1) The Government shall, on the recommendations of the Board, appoint a person as Vice Chancellor for a term of three years on such terms and conditions as may be determined by the Board.
	(2)	The Board shall recommend a person for appointment as Vice Chancellor from amongst the panel of three persons recommended by the Search Committee.
	(3)	The Vice Chancellor shall be the person who possesses the prescribed qualifications and experience.
(4)	The Vice Chancellor shall perform functions under the Act or any other function as may be assigned to him by the Board.”.

9.	Amendment in section 18 of Act XXV of 2020.─ In the Act, in section 18: 
(i)	in sub-section (1), for clauses (a), (c), (d) and (e), the following shall be substituted: 
“(a) 	Chief Executive of the Company; 
(c) 	maximum four members of the Company to be nominated by the Chief Executive of the Company; 
(d)	four persons including at least one woman from amongst eminent scholars, business persons or academicians to be nominated by the Chief Executive of the Company;
(e)	Three members of Provincial Assembly of the Punjab, including at least one female member of the Assembly, to be nominated by the Speaker of the Assembly;”
(ii) 	for sub-section (2), the following shall be substituted: 
“(2) 	The Chief Executive of the Company shall be the Chairman of the Board and the Rector shall be the Vice Chairman of the Board.”. 
(iii) 	for sub-section (4), the following shall be substituted: 
“(4) 	The quorum for a meeting of the Board shall be one half of the total number of members.”.

10.	Addition of section 32 of Act XXV of 2020.─ after section 31, the following new section 32, shall be added: 
“32.	Powers of the Chief Executive.– (1) The Chief Executive may, in an emergency, take any action at the behest of Authorities of the University specified in Section 17; 
(2)	The Chief Executive, after taking an action under sub-section (1), seek approval of the relevant authority in its upcoming meeting or through circulation, as the case may be;”. 

11.	Amendment in Schedule of the Act XXV of 2020.─ In Paragraph 2, in sub-paragraph (4), for clause (b), the following shall be substituted: 
“(b)	scrutinize the recommendations of a Board of Studies, where applicable;”. 
STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS
The amendment regarding change in title will introduce the organization to the grass root level.
