THE PUNJAB REGISTRATION OF PRIVATE ACADEMIES COACHING/TUITION CENTERS BILL 2025

A
Bill
To provide for the registration and regulation of private educational academies, coaching and training Centers in the Province of Punjab.
Whereas, in order to supervise and regulate the functioning of private educational academies, Coaching and Tuition Centers in the province of Punjab, it is expedient to provide for registration of such institutions.
Be it enacted by Provincial Assembly of the Punjab as follows.
1.	Short title, extent and commencement.- (1) This Act may be called the Punjab Registration of Private Academies Coaching/Tuition Centers Act 2025.
(2)	It extends to the whole of the Punjab.
(3)	It shall come into force at once.

2.	Definitions.-  In this Act:
(a)	“Department” means the department concerned of the Government of Punjab;
(b)	“Government” means Government of the Punjab;
(c)	“Academy, Coaching/Tuition Center” means:
(i)	a privately managed Institution, by whatever name called for preparing students for any level of educational, exam or test; and
(ii)	any other institution imparting, vocational, commercial, technical or specialized education and training leading to certification, exam or test.
(d)	“Incharge” in relation to an institution means and includes every owner, manger or incharge of administration or of teaching and any person responsible for the management and conduct of the affairs of an institution, by whatever name called;
(e)	“prescribed” means prescribed by rules made under this Act; and
(f)	“Registering Authority” means registering Authority notified by the Government for Private School, Colleges, technical and professional education.

3.	All Institute to be registered.- (1) No private Institution shall be established or run unless it is registered in accordance with the provisions of this Act.
Provided that a private institution in existence on the date of coming into force of this Act may, without registration, continue to function for a period of not exceeding ninety days from such date.
(2)	Any person intending to establish a private institution or institution already in existence shall make an application to the registering Authority accompanied by;
(a)	Proof and Identity and qualifications of the owner/operator.
(b)	A valid lease agreement or ownership proof of the premises.
(c)	Complete detail of the staff, faculty members with their qualifications.
(d)	Fee schedule charged by the institution.
(3)	The registering Authority shall, within sixty days from the date of filing of an application for registration, decide the application.
(4)	The person to whom the certificate is granted shall be responsible for due compliance with the provisions of this Act and the rules made thereunder and with the terms and conditions, if any on which the certificate is granted.
(5)	Government may make rules to give effect to the provisions of this Act.

4.	Inspection.- (1) The registering Authority or an officer authorized by the Government may inspect any institution and may give directions to require compliance with the conditions prescribed for registration.
(2)	The Registration authority on complaint of the students or their parents can take action or give direction to the incharge of the institution to resolve the complaint.

5.	Cancelation of Registration.- (1) A certificate of registration may be suspended or cancelled by the Registration Authority after giving on opportunity of being heard to the incharge of the institution.
(2)	there is a contravention of any of the provisions of this Act or the rules made there under or any of the terms and conditions imposed.
STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS
The purpose of introducing the Punjab Private Academies and Coaching/Tuition Centers Registration Bill 2025 is to regulate the functioning of private academies, coaching centers and tuition institutes operating across Punjab. Over the past decade, there has been a significant rise in the number of private educational centers providing supplementary education outside the formal schooling system. While these institutions play a role in enhancing academic performance and preparing students for competitive exams, their unregulated growth has raised concerns regarding:
· To prescribe minimum standards of teaching, infrastructure, and safety.
· To regulate fee structures, faculty qualifications, and working hours.
· To promote transparency, accountability, and equitable access to supplementary education.
This legislation aims to strike a balance between encouraging academic support services and safeguarding the interests of students, parents, and educators through structured oversight. Hence this Bill.
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
