In the honor of his landmark address, 11" August is
recognized every year as a National Minorities Day to pay tribute to the Minorities Day to pay tribute to the minorities and remember their
role in the creation and development of Pakistan. The declaration to mark National Minorities Day was adopted as part of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights of help and secure those belonging to religious, linguistic, national or ethnic minority groups. Several minority
leaders contributed significantly to shaping the foundations of Pakistan. Jogindera Nath Mandal, a Dalit leader and member of the Constituent
Assembly of Pakistan served as Pakistan’s first Law minister. While Satya Prakash Singha was the Speaker of the Punjab Legislative Assembly in
1947, when this house voted in favour of West Punjab. A.R. Cornelius was appointed as Chief Justice of Pakistan in 1960 and subsequently, the
Minister for Law in 1969. The Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan has enshrined profound fundamental and socio-economic
guarantees for the minorities. Article 25 of the Constitution holds all citizens, “equal before law and entitled to equal protection of law”, while
Article 36 mandates the state to “safeguard the legitimate rights and interest of minorities”. These provisions manifest an irrevocable share of
all religious minorities in the legal benefits and rights, provided by the State. This House assures to support the provision of constitutional and
other legal guarantees to the minorities; streamlining the implementation of ongoing initiatives of minority development and amplifying their

role and participation in provincial and national politics.
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You are requested to take appropriate action in terms of rule 126 of the Rules of Procedure of Provincial Assembly of

the Punjab 1997.
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We, the elected representatives of the province of Punjab express in our unwavering support for the
legitimate cause of the people of Jammu and Kashmir. We reaffirm their inalienable right to self-
determination, as enshrined in United Nations Security Council Resolution 47.

We strongly condemn the abrogation of Articles 370 and 35-A, the ongoing human rights violations,
sham elections, and the fabrication of false domiciles designed to manipulate future plebiscites. These
actions violate democratic principles and international law.

We call for the immediate cessation of all repressive measures and demand the full restoration of
fundamental rights and freedoms for the people of Jammu and Kashmir.

We appeal to the international community, particularly the United Nations, to intervene and ensure a
free, fair, and impartial plebiscite, conducted under UN supervision, to determine the future of Jammu
and Kashmir.

We also urge the United Nations to establish an independent commission to investigate human rights
abuses and provide humanitarian assistance to affected population.

We reaffirm our commitment to a peaceful resolution through diplomatic engagement and call on all
parties to refrain from actions that could further escalate tensions.

We stand in solidarity with the people of Jammu and Kashmir and pledge to continue advocating for
their rights, freedom and dignity.
