All the Members present in the meeting supported the proposed amendment in principal. However, it was observed that under the provisions of the Government of Punjab Rules of Business, 1974 amendment may have routed through the Cabinet. However, the statement of the Minister for Law on the floor of the Assembly was considered as an adequate guidance from the Cabinet/Government on the subject. It was also observed that the amendment has not been happily worded. The Committee, after consideration of the various aspects of amendment, unanimously, decided to recommend that the same may be passed by the Assembly as revised –
